• No alcohol, tobacco or illegal drugs may be sold.  
• Products sold must not have been tested on animals.

• Network marketing stalls are not permitted.  
• Stalls selling second hand goods are welcome, but must comply with 

the other guidelines.  
• No balloons to be sold or given to the public, due to their adverse 

environmental impact.
